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The Economy of the L6dzkie Voivodeship
in Years 2000-2006

Abstract

The study assesses the level of socio-economidogenvent in the
voivodeship of Ladin years 2000-2006 and compares it with the situadf the
Polish economy.

Data analysis allows us to conclude that GDP pepitzaand average
gross wages in the voivodeship of £&de lower than in the country. Within the
voivodeship, the living standard of the urban pagioh is higher than in rural
areas.

The importance of the private sector for the voesidp economy has
been growing, but the sector's structure is not ofaable. Further
intensification of structural adjustments is neeegs especially dynamised
development of the services sector, restructurifigagriculture and more
extensive diversification of the industrial struetu The adjustments are
essential to boost enterprise effectiveness andgoettiveness and to improve
the position of the voivodeship in relation to etregions in the country.

1 Introduction

The study examines the tdédzkie voivodeship’s ecognamyears 2000-
2006. Special emphasis is placed on the demographiacteristics and on the
living standard of population in the voivodeshiglan its poviats. It addition, it
highlights the specific features of the voivode&higconomic structure and its
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changes, taking into account criteria such as seb ownership, sectors of
economy and the structure of manufacturing actisitind of services.

The study primarily sets out to assess the levelsatio-economic
development in the voivodeship of tHdetween 2000 and 2006. This level
exerts important influence on the living standarfl population in the
voivodeship and decides about the competitivenedstectiveness of business
activities. The study assesses it against thetiituaf the national economy of
Poland. Statistical analyses are based on the diat®ed from Statistical
Yearbooks of tdédzkie Voivodeship, Statistical Btihe of +todzkie
Voivodeship for years 2000-2007, Statistical Yeakso of the Republic of
Poland, GUS (Central Statistical Office) and frdra &mall Statistical Yearbook
of Poland, GUS, for years 2003-2007.

The study has the following structure. Section @/tes the geographical
and demographic characteristics of the L6dzkie aéship and of its poviats.
Section 3 presents measures used in the assegmoesss and national data on
the levels of socio-economic development in theyadéship and in the country.
Section 4 discusses the characteristics of theodeship’s economic structure
and its evolution. Section 5 provides conclusioasivéd from the presented
discussions and analyses, which are important filoenstandpoint of socio-
economic policy.

2. Geographical and demographic characteristics

The voivodeship of Ltadwas formally given its present territorial shape
on 1 January 1999. Compared with the previous adtrative division of the
country in the years 1975-1998, the existing voesidp of Lod is slightly
smaller in area terms than the Central Macrore@ignca 16%) that comprised
former todzkie, Piotrkowskie, Sieradzkie, Skierniekie and Ptockie
voivodeships (Kwiatkowska 1998). The loss of someaavas mainly due to the
incorporation of large part of the Plockie voivokigsinto the Mazowieckie
voivodeship. The area of the new Ldédzkie voivodestovers 18,200 sq. km
(see table 1), which makes up less than 6% of B@aerritory and ranks the
voivodeship ninth in the country.

Most of the voivodeship is situated in the Cenialish Lowlands and so
the region is typically a low-lying flatland. A stch of moderately rolling
upland can only be found in the southern part eibivodeship.

Brown coal, glass-making sand, rocks used in roadstcuction and
building, limestongrock salt, as well as silty minerals for buildingramics
(Portrety polskich region6w2003, p. 49) are the main natural resources of the
voivodeship. The resources drive the developmenthefregional quarrying
industry, as well as the power industry and cerandastry.

Another attribute of the voivodeship of t0ds its central location. It
makes the voivodeship a transit and interchanga, avéeh intersecting south-
north and east-west communication and infrastrecttoutes. This central
location is a very important economic advantagelu@rfcing regional
development, because it attracts investors allogatheir capital to logistics,
transport, wholesaling, packaging, etc. Along with strengthening integration
with the European Union, the central location canelzpected to increase its
significance for the formation of the regional ecoty.

With the number of population exceeding 2.5 millmeople (see table 1),
the Loédzkie voivodeship accounts for 6.7% of popafain the country. The
relatively large number of people living in the wodleship contributes to rather
high population density, considerably exceeding nlagonal average. In the
recent years, however, some alarming tendency éaedaped. The voivodeship
has comparatively high negative rates of naturateiase (-3.1% per 1000
population in 2006 — see table 1), noticeably abivese for the country. In
years 1999-2006, its population decreased by niame 86,000 persons, but the
working age population was unaffected by the tengebecause its number
increased by 42,700, from 2000 to 2005.

The voivodeship of tadhas 21 poviats and 3 towns with poviat status.
The units vary in terms of area, number of popatatand demographic
tendencies. According to table 2, the highest i density can be found,
excluding towns with poviat status, in poviats Ralmki, Zgierski, and
Zdunskowolski, as a result of high rates of urbanizatiothe poviats.

The different rates of natural increase in indi@dupoviats are
noteworthy. In a definite majority of the unitsethate of natural increase was
negative, and its highest values were recordelddrcity of £od, and in poviats
Pabianicki, Kutnowski, Podtbicki and teczycki. In four poviats, however,
namely Betchatowski, Opocagki, Radomszczeski and Zdaskowolski, and in
the town of Skierniewice, the rate’s values wersitpe (see table 2), which can

be attributed to the dynamic economic developmentthe poviats. This
especially applies to the Belchatowski poviat, whaokevelopment is strongly
based on the quarrying and power industry, antleédadwn of Skierniewice, that
expands largely under the influence of the Warsggicemeration.

3. The level of socio-economic development

Let us start characterization of the socio-economiiciation in the
todzkie voivodeship with assessment of its leveldefelopment against the
national economy. It must be stressed that thedidtandard of population in
the voivodeship is strongly shaped by the levedafio-economic development
that determines employment opportunities and thel lef wages paid, as well as
the structure of consumption. The numbers of entsap and of jobs, up-to-
dateness of the economic structure, the quality tleé socio-economic
infrastructure, as well as educational opportusitedso depend on it. The
region’s level of socio-economic development degsigleout the competitiveness
and effectiveness of business operations that geodn important argument
stimulating the inflow of foreign direct investmsrand of structural funds from
the European Union that drive further regional ghow

The level of economic development in the voivodeshirelation to the
national indicators was estimated using the follmuneasures: GDP per capita,
gross wages, the availability of dwellings and sochgrable articles in
possession of households. Other possible measppéisable to the level, e.g.
the condition of economic structure, the labour katusituation, educational
opportunities, or the number of businesses wiltliseussed in the next sections
of the study.

The key measure employed to identify the standafiving (well-being)
of population was GDP per capita. Assuming thataverage GDP per capita in
Poland is 100%, we can see that in years 2000-g2@®6oivodeship’s rate was
below its national value, but it showed a slightvapd tendency, reaching 89.1%
and 91.8% of average Polish GDP per capita in ta&rsy 2000 and 2006,
respectively (Statistical Yearbook of the Republidoland 2003, p. LXXXII —
LXXXIII, Statistical Yearbook of todzkie Voivodeghi 2007, p. 37). The
conclusion arises that lower GDP per capital inwbigodeship than in Poland is
the reflection of the relatively weaker growth tendies in the voivodeship’s
economy in that period, especially that the nunmidfepopulation was falling
concurrently, because of the negative natural as=e

The comparison of gross monthly wages (see tabkds®) indicates that
the living standard in the voivodeship was beloe ttational average. In the
analysed period, gross wages in the voivodeshi@di made up ca 87-88% of
those paid in the country; therefore, the gap betweivodeship’s wages and
average wages for Poland was approximately 12—13%.

The standard of living was estimated using otheasuees as well, i.e.
dwellings available to population and some duraipb@ds in possession of
households. The number of dwelling places per 1p6pulation ranks the
voivodeship of tod first in the country. Between 2002 and 2006, thter
increased from 332.7 to 371, while its values fog tountry were 304.3 and
338, respectively. The usable floor area per peirsadhe voivodeship was close
to the national average. In 2002, it was 21.1 sfpmiPoland and 21.6 sq. m for
the voivodeship. In 2006, the area increased invtieodeship to 24.2 sq. m
(fourth position in the country), against the cowist average standing at 23.5
sq. m (Small Statistical Yearbook of Poland 20046(4; 2007, pp. 646-647).
Such good indicators place the voivodeship of .athong the leading regions
in Poland, although large part of flats in old desitial buildings is in a bad state
of repair and poorly equipped.

Households’ possession of durable goods in theodaship of Lod
should be rated positively (see table 4.). Numbésome modern products such
as satellite TV and refrigerators exceed the cgismtaverage. Regarding other
durable goods, averages for the voivodeship anthécountry are very similar;
almost 98% of households in the voivodeship alrelaglye colour TVs, more
than 73% automatic washing machines, 35% persarapuoters, 47% motor
cars and more than 46% VCRs and video players.

The above indicators suggest that trying to makexgticit assessment of
the living standard of population in the voivodgshind of the voivodeship’s
socio-economic development is a problematic taskiations among individual
poviats in the voivodeship provide especially sofjitbunds validating the
statement. From data in table 5 it follows that2BD0 gross monthly wages
exceeding the voivodeship’s average were only ehimgoviats Belchatowski
and Opoczgski, and in two towns with poviat status, i.e. £6dnd
Skierniewice, but in 2006 only in poviat Betchatéwand in the city of £od. In
poviats Pajczanski, teczycki and Skierniewicki, the levels of wages welese
to average. These towns and poviats are the besbeiically developed units
in the voivodeship. In the other poviats averagetinly wages ranged from 77
to 93% of wages in the voivodeship.

The number of occupied dwellings per 1000 persols® &howed
variations among poviats. In general, the rate evathe increase between 2000
and 2006. In 2006, all three towns with poviatisaind poviats Pabianicki and
Zgierski had numbers of occupied dwellings per 1060ulation higher than the
voivodeship’s average. In the other poviats, thte ranged from 298 to 359
dwellings per 1000 persons.

The availability of various installations to hous&ts differed in towns
and in rural areas of the voivodeship. In 2006,ewatas supplied to 94.2% of
households in towns and to 79.5% in rural areamaoAt 70.5% of residential
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buildings in towns were connected to the sewer,doly 27.4% in rural areas.
Nearly 97.7% of households in towns and 2.3% ialrareas used gasworks gas
(Statistical Yearbook of Lédzkie Voivodeship 20Q¥). 178-179). The rates
show that in the voivodeship the standard of livimgpwer in rural areas than in
towns.

4. Economic structure

A useful element in the assessment of the regisatso-economic
development is its economic structure. Structuralyses mainly operate
two criteria, i.e. the form of ownership and thpdyof business activity. The
analyses help identify roles played by the privegetor and by the public
sector, as well as a given economy sector’s caritaob to the total demand
for labour. The benchmark against which changesngalplace in the
voivodeship of téd in that sphere were assessed is the structural
adjustments made in the Polish economy between 2002006.

Data in table 6 illustrate the key variations ie 8iructure of employment
by ownership sector. The public sector's sharempleyment was declining,
while the private sector was increasing its shaegause of the changes, in 2006
the private sector in the voivodeship of £bdccounted for 77% of total
employment. It is worth noting that the structufeemployment by ownership
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sector is more market-oriented in the voivodeshigntin Poland, where the
public sector still accounts for around 1/3 ofwafirkers, and the private sector
for 72%. The observed growing importance of the/edeship’s private sector
must be viewed positively, because the sector isepged as the engine of
increased business effectiveness and competitigetied stimulate economic
development in the region.

Taking the type of business activity as the criterilet us examine the
evolution of employment structure in regard totitmee sectors of economy (see
table 6). According to the three-sector hypothesisnomic development shapes
economic structure according to several known ruldee significance of the
primary sector (agriculture) decreases considerafdifowing economic
development and so does its share in total emplognmEhe role of the
secondary sector (industry) depends on the deveopratage; its initially
growing importance (increasing contribution to t@aployment) is replaced by
stabilization, and then its weight diminishes imseguent periods. The tertiary
sector (services) keeps expanding together withptiogressing economy and
thereby its share in total employment steadilysriffeourastie, 1954, pp. 126-
137; Kwiatkowski, 1980, pp. 59 and next; KwiatkowsR007, p. 25 and next).

In the analysed period, agriculture accounted f@latively large share of
employment in the voivodeship of tbddompared with its national proportion,
although the share showed a downward trend. In,28@@éculture employed ca
21% of all workers in the voivodeship. Industrytsage was growing in regional
employment, likewise in the country, but the petaga of workers (over 29%)
in that sector exceeded the national average. €hacses sector increased its
share in total employment in the voivodeship, touad 50% in 2006, but
compared with the national rate standing at 56%stiare is still relatively low.

It can be concluded, therefore, that the econontioctire in the
voivodeship of £6d is less favourable than in the country. It reetite fact
that the voivodeship’s GDP per capita is lower tlaerage in the country.
Structural changes must be continued in the voisiige to narrow the
development gap. Special attention should be paithaking expansion of the
services sector more dynamic in the next yearsusscthe sector is commonly
believed to have the largest growth potential ansl perceived as an important
force driving jobs creation and demand for labduis important to restructure
the voivodeship’s agriculture, whose high and stadblare in employment calls
for further adjustments in the agrarian structimgrovement of effectiveness,
as well as formation of conditions enabling theatiom of higher numbers of
jobs for rural population outside agriculture. Timain cause of the regional
industry’s growing share in employment is creatmnew industrial firms,
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inflow of foreign capital into the voivodeship, boational industry’s share in
employment in Poland is still observably lower.

Structural changes in the voivodeship’s industryr ¢ assessed by
tracing variations in the shares of different praduin total output of the
voivodeship and of the country (see table 7)

Still in early 1990s, the light industry played especially important role
in the Lédzkie voivodeship — in 1989, it employeti®4 of all workers in the
voivodeship’s industry and accounted for 51.3% tef industrial production
(Kwiatkowski, 1995, p. 119). Fully justified was ethopinion that the
voivodeship of £éd was a single-industry region resting on the ligkustry.

Data provided in table 7 show that the voivodesifihodz has retained
its position of an important light industry centire Poland. Despite falling
production volumes of many products of that indydine £6dzkie voivodeship
still occupies the leading position in national gwotion. For instance, in years
2000-2006 the voivodeship increased its productbrwoollen fabrics, thus
enlarging considerably its contribution to natiopabduction (from ca 28% to
31.8%). The share of cotton fabrics produced in#bdzkie voivodeship in
2006 was also substantial (35.5-52.2%), likewise2000. In 2006, the
voivodeship was the major national producer of tdalerics and special fabrics
(46.2%), and hosiery (tights and panty hoses) (@6ét). It supplied 32% of the
national production of men'’s trousers and almo$t 2 women'’s blouses and
shirts, as well as 83% of women'’s suits and womelathing sets.

The above processes were accompanied by expanaidggtion of other
articles in the voivodeship, which indicated grogvinliversification of its
structure of manufacturing. In the years in questive share of brown coal
extracted near Belchatéw in national productioneexied 58% and the related
production of electric energy made up 18.5% oftd&l production in the
country in 2006. Some building materials produasgianally are also important
for national production (in 2006 ceramic tiles aati@d for 53%).

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The above analysis shows that the regional econatily needs
adjustments to modern requirements, especially vetemdards operated in the
European Union are taken into account. Further fivadion of the economic
structure seems especially desirable. The shatleeagervices sector, relatively
low compared with the rest of the country and paldrly in relation to the EU,
should be increased at the expense of the first geators of the regional
economy, mainly agriculture. It is important to dmapise the development of
market services, and of modern branches in indusbgspite certain
diversification of the voivodeship’s industrial @wtture, it continues to be rather
obsolete. In the recent period, its further tramsftion could be observed,
owing to the recovery of industries manufacturingnaceuticals, household
appliances, packaging, furniture, electroenginggpioducts, and clothing.

A more up-to-date structure of the economy mighbdboenterprise
effectiveness and competitiveness. This is an iaporargument in favour of
improving the presently inferior position of theiwadeship in terms of GDP per
capita (in 2006 the rate stood at 92% of its naiolue) and of the level of
average wages compared with other regions in thetop

Modern industrial products represent a relativetgak share in the
voivodeship’s structure of production sold; for tarsce, in 2006 electric
machinery and equipmenticcounted for 2.6%, radio, television and
communication equipment and apparatus for 0.2%, icakdprecision and
optical instruments, clocks and watches for 0.6%@d-products and beverages
(21.3%), textiles and clothing (11.6%) togetherwibber and plastic products
(7.3%) and non-metallic mineral products (8.0%)dpreinated in the structure
of industrial production sold in 2006 (see Statmti Bulletin of tLdédzkie
Voivodeship 2006, pp. 59-60).

5. Conclusions

The above analysis allows us to formulate the ¥alhg conclusions:

1. The voivodeship’s economy still needs to be adgisbethe requirements of
modern times, especially considering the EU staiwarParticularly
advisable are further changes in the voivodest@ptmomic structure. The
relatively low contribution of the services sectoompared with the rest of
the country and particularly with the EU membetestashould be increased
at the expense of the first two sectors of economginly agriculture.
Additionally, it is important to emphasise the depeent of the market
services, and of modern branches of manufacturing.
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2. Although the industrial structure in the voivodgshas been diversified to
some extent, it is still rather obsolete. In theerd period, we have been
able to observe its further transformation, owirg the recovery of
industries manufacturing pharmaceuticals, housetpdiances, packaging,
furniture and electroengineering products, as aglhe clothing industry.

3. A more up-to-date structure of the economy can xge&ed to boost
effectiveness and competitiveness growth in entaprin the voivodeship
of £6dz. This is an important argument for improving thregent position
of the voivodeship, which is inferior to that ohet regions in the country
in terms of GDP per capita and of the level of agerwages.
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
